WORD FOR SIXTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 
First Reading: Genesis 18:1-10a 
The Lord appeared to Abraham, who saw three men standing near his tent. Sensing they were 
messengers, he hurriedly brought them food and water to refresh themselves. Upon leaving, the men 
told him that they would visit in a year, at which time his childless wife Sarah would have a son. 
 
Second Reading: Colossians 1:24-28 
Paul discusses the suffering Christ endured for his Church. He describes his willingness to also endure 
suffering in Jesus' name. Paul hopes that through his sacrifices, many people will become complete in 
Jesus. 
 
Gospel: Luke 10:38-42 
Jesus was welcomed into the home of a woman named Martha. She complained to Jesus that her 
sister Mary sat listening to him instead of helping with the tasks of entertaining. Jesus told Martha that 
her sister had chosen the more important task, and should be allowed to listen.
